Prospective Paramedic students should be aware that graduating from any Florida certified training
center will allow them to take the Florida Paramedic certification examination. However, for students
entering a Paramedic program after January 1, 2013, only those students who graduate from a CAAHEP
accredited program (or one that holds a COAEMSP “Letter of Review”) will be eligible to take the
National Registry (NREMT) paramedic certification exam.

Since many states now require NREMT Paramedic certification as a requirement for state certification,
graduating from a non-accredited program may limit your ability to become certified in other states.
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
